G.S.R. 394(E).—Whereas draft rules for Motor Third Party Premium and Liability Rules for the
Financial Year 2022-23 were published, as required by sub-section (1) of section 212 of the Motor Vehicle
Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), vide notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Road Transport and
Highways, number G.S.R. 215 (E), dated the 17th March, 2022 in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary, Part-
I1, Section 3, Sub-section (i) inviting objections and suggestions from all persons;

And whereas, copies of the said notification were made available to the public on 21st March,
2022;

And whereas, the objections and suggestions received from the public in respect of the said draft
rules have been duly considered by the Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of section 147 of the Motor
Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), the Central Government in consultation with the Insurance Regulatory
and Development Authority of India, hereby makes the following rules, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement. — (1) These rules may be called as the Motor Vehicles (Third Party
Insurance Base Premium and Liability) Rules, 2022.

(2) They shall come into force on 1st June, 2022.

2. Base premium and liability. — The base premium for third party insurance for unlimited liability for
